The Education Bureau of the Laboratory Schools, University of Tsukuba, is responsible for promoting educational practice
and research in primary and secondary education and supervising and coordinating the operation of the Laboratory School
Group of the University of Tsukuba. The Bureau was restructured from the Education Department in 2004 when national
universities in Japan were incorporated to become national university corporations. The University of Tsukuba has a total
of 11 laboratory schools in its diverse and attractive Laboratory School Group, which consists of one elementary school
(Elementary School), two junior high schools (Junior High School at Otsuka and Junior High School at Komaba), three senior
highs schools (Senior High School at Otsuka, Senior High School at Komaba, and Senior High School at Sakado), and five
special needs education schools (Special Needs Education School for the Visually Impaired, Special Needs Education
School for the Deaf, Special Needs Education School for the Mentally Challenged, Special Needs Education School for the
Physically Challenged, and Special Needs Education School for Children with Autism).

The Bureau, which has a role similar to that of the board of education of a local authority, is characterized by its function
to advance research and experiential learning in partnership with the University. This brochure provides an overview of the
Bureau and its Laboratory School Group and related organizations.

As described in the "Summary of reviews of new measures to make effective use of national university-affiliated schools"
announced by the Japanese Government, schools affiliated with national universities are expected to contribute to the
government's educational policy through leading and experiential learning initiatives and also to the promotion of local
educational activities, as model schools in the communities and in partnership with local educational institutions. These
schools are also required to practice and conduct integrated education and research that is beneficial to education
offered by the central government and local authorities. The Japanese Government's Fourth Basic Plan for the Promotion
of Education sets out "Fostering creators for a sustainable society towards post-2040" and "Promoting culturally grounded
well-being in Japanese society."

The Education Bureau of the Laboratory Schools and the Laboratory School Group will continue to uphold our
fundamental philosophy and embrace each of our schools' traditions and distinctive strengths. By fully demonstrating
the unique characteristics of the University of Tsukuba and engaging in leading-edge and. experiential research and
educational practice that respond to the needs of the times, we will continue to contribute to our society.

Overview

The University of Tsukuba operates a total of 11 laboratory schools: one elementary school (Elementary
School), two junior high schools (Junior High School at Otsuka and Junior High School at Komaba), three
senior high schools (Senior High School at Otsuka, Senior High School at Komaba, and Senior High School at
Sakado), and five special needs education schools (Special Needs Education School for the Visually Impaired,
Special Needs Education School for the Deaf, Special Needs Education School for the Mentally Challenged,
Special Needs Education School for the Physically Challenged, and Special Needs Education School for
Children with Autism). In 2008, the Council on the Laboratory School Group adopted the “three-hub concept’—
the three hubs are the leading education hub, the teacher education hub, and the international education hub—
as the basic policy for the future vision. These hubs are positioned as shared priority areas across all laboratory
schools, which have since been working to enhance education, and they have achieved tangible results.

However, approximately 15 years have passed since the three-hub concept was formulated, and the
environment surrounding schools has changed significantly. To respond to these changes and to further develop
the Laboratory School Group, we have formulated a new Mission of the University of Tsukuba Laboratory
School Group that carries forward the spirit of the three-hub concept while indicating the direction for initiatives
extending about 30 years ahead.’

This Mission also sets the overall direction for the Grand Design—the future vision for the Laboratory School
Group—now under discussion. As deliberations continue, the issues identified in that process will be reflected
in the Mission; for example, a review of the Mission will be considered in AY 2033, the target year for completing
the Grand Design.2

In addition, each school is expected to review—and as necessary revise—its educational objectives and
school mission and policies so that its day-to-day educational activities align with the direction indicated by the
Mission. Furthermore, the Education Bureau of the Laboratory Schools will examine existing initiatives in light of
the Mission, make necessary revisions, and implement new initiatives as needed.

Structure

The Mission of the University of Tsukuba Laboratory School Group consists of one slogan and five missions.
Missions (1) through (3) set the directions of education, while (4) and (5) set the directions of organizational
management. This numbering does not indicate priority.

| Brief History |

April 1978 The Education Department was established under
the partially amended Regulation for Enforcement
of the School Education Act. It was comprised of
the Education Development and Research, Mental
and Physical Disability Education and Research,
Educational Consultation and Research, and Teacher
Education and Research fields, and the Educational
Resources Division.

April 1989 The Research Divisions of the Education Department
were integrated into the Education and Research
field. Following the establishment of evening master's
degree programs, the Education Department
started psychological, mental, and physical disability
consultation services in partnership with the Counseling
Course of the Education and Research Department.

April 2004 The Education Bureau of the Laboratory Schools was
established.

| Purpose and Mission |

The Education Bureau of the Laboratory Schools conducts
practical research on education for children and students
and manages a total of 11 laboratory schools. The Bureau's
functions include:

(1) Conducting practical group research on school education
by using the laboratory schools as research fields
(research center function);

(2) Supervising and coordinating school affairs related to
the operation of the laboratory schools (supervision and
coordination function);

(3) Providing educational consultation services (consultation
function);

(4) Making research findings widely available to the public
(public relations function);

(5) Coordinating and supporting practice teaching (practice
teaching function); and

(6) Planning and conducting training programs for laboratory
school teachers (training function).

Additionally, the Bureau has supervisors who work with
the laboratory schools for the University's education and
research activities and provide guidance and advice on the
laboratory schools' educational and other activities.

The Fourth Mid-Term Goal and Plan

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| Main Initiatives |

1. Basic policy for the future development of

the Laboratory School Group

Building on the Mission of the University of Tsukuba
Laboratory School Group—which sets the direction of the
Laboratory School Group (six regular laboratory schools
and five special needs education schools) for the next three
decades—the Education Bureau is examining the Grand
Design for the Laboratory School Group while implementing
related initiatives to design education that realizes an
inclusive global society.

2. World Wide Learning (WWL) project

Under the WWL project “Building a human resource
development system through international field work for
fostering global citizens that contribute to a sustainable
society,” the Bureau has developed a pre university study
system to build an online early enroliment model that
cultivates human resources for realizing a sustainable
international society. In AY2024, in coordination with relevant
educational organizations, we finalized the target courses
and prepared the Application Guidelines and Study Guide as
part of establishing a high school—-university collaboration pre
university course enrollment scheme. In AY2025, the scheme
launched with 32 courses. As a result of recruitment, 34
senior high school students from 6 of the 8 partner schools—
primarily within the Laboratory School Group—applied to 24
courses (51 total applications, as some students applied to
multiple courses).

3. Practice of inclusive education

The University of Tsukuba offers an excellent educational
environment that has both regular laboratory schools and
special needs education schools, and the Bureau seeks
to foster inclusion awareness by taking advantage of such
environment to enhance collaboration among all laboratory
schools and by implementing the University's unique
inclusive education.

The Committee for Promoting Collaboration between
Regular Laboratory Schools and Special Needs Schools,
which is responsible for leading this initiative, invites
participants from the laboratory schools to take part in the
initiative and supports student executive committee members
in organizing educational exchange events and inclusion
symposiums.

4. Joint research with laboratory schools

The University-Laboratory School Collaboration Committee
conducts project research to help enhance the education and
research of the laboratory schools.

In recent years, the Committee has specifically focused
on project research related to the improvement of teaching
for preschool and elementary school children and junior



and senior high school students with visual and hearing
impairment. These children and students have tremendous
difficulty in communicating with others and require a long
time to comprehend concepts, while their teachers also find
it difficult to teach them. More than 85% of these children and
students also have intellectual and/or physical disabilities. For
this reason, this project research aims to create new value
of the special needs education school group by integrating
the knowledge that the University-affiliated special needs
education schools have about different types of disabilities,
grasping the actual state of the children's and students'
disabilities to assist in their teaching, and clearly defining the
special support they require.

5. The TOMONAGA Sin-ltiro Commemorative

‘Kagakunome’ (Science Buds) Awards

In honor of Nobel Prize winner in physics, Dr. TOMONAGA
Sin-Itiro, who was closely associated with the University of
Tsukuba, the University has organized a competition for
elementary school children and junior and senior high school
students since AY2006 to raise their interest in nature and
science and nurture science buds.

Each year, over 2,000 entries are received for the
elementary and junior and senior high school categories
combined, from nearly 250 schools from both Japan and
abroad. Entrants with extremely outstanding works are given
the ‘Kagakunome’ (Science Buds) Awards while all entrants
are given Participation Awards in recognition of their efforts.

6. Promotion of Olympic and Paralympic education

The Special Promotion Committee for Olympic Education
at Laboratory Schools has been established in partnership
with the University of Tsukuba, Centre for Olympic Research
and Education (CORE), to promote Olympic and Paralympic
education as an international peace education.

Special Needs Education School for the Visually Impaired
and Special Needs Education School for the Deaf have
produced Paralympic and Deaflympic medalists.

7. Co-creation with Sumitomo Mitsui Financial Group

As part of the comprehensive partnership agreement
between the University of Tsukuba and Sumitomo Mitsui
Financial Group, the Education Bureau of the Laboratory
Schools is implementing a project titled “Promoting
Inclusive Education: Contributing to a Society Embracing
Diversity.” EGAO Café, operated by the Special Needs
Education School for the Mentally Challenged, sets up
a booth once a month at the Sumitomo Mitsui Banking
Corporation (SMBC) Head Office. Through the production
and sale of confectionery goods, students with intellectua

8. Support for obtaining teaching licenses

The laboratory schools host student teachers twice a year
as many undergraduate and graduate students aspire to
obtain a teaching license. Many laboratory school teachers
serve as instructors for Integrated Studies Teaching Methods,
a subject required to be taken to obtain a teaching license,
and at pre-practice teaching orientation and guidance
sessions. Providing guidance and support for students who
aspire to pursue a teaching profession is one of the important
roles that the laboratory schools play.

As a link between the laboratory schools and the University
of Tsukuba, the Education Bureau of the Laboratory Schools
provides guidance, coordination, and support services to
facilitate teaching license subject classes and practice
teaching.

In the Kindergarten and Elementary School
Departments, the emphasis is placed on collaborative
learning through the children's life experiences and interests,
while in the Junior and Senior High School Departments,
the focus is on inquiry-based learning, with subject learning
and vocational training combined. In addition, the School
provides a series of career and academic guidance, ranging
from "Career Passports" to workplace training, to equip the
students for independence and social engagement.

® Research and Development School designated by the
Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and
Technology (MEXT)

The School was designated as a Research and Development
School by MEXT in AY2022. In support of the next academic
year's amendment to the Teaching Guidelines for Special
Needs Schools, the School has started research and
development of a long-term curriculum, with its research and
development theme of "Creation of a model curriculum of life
environment studies, science, and social studies for special
needs schools for children with intellectual disabilities: For
cross-curricular continuous learning." The School presents
the progress of its initiative at a Research and Development
School Research Presentation (and Intellectual Disability
Education Practice and Research Conference) held every
February and publishes and shares its research findings
in a research report (Research
Bulletin).

| Purpose and Mission |

Special Needs Education School for the Physically
Challenged is the only national university-affiliated special
needs school for children with physical disabilities in Japan.
As a laboratory school, the School has the mission to
cooperate with the University of Tsukuba in its education
and research. The School engages in leading education
and research, both theoretical and practical, on education
for people with physical disabilities, as well as performs
joint research with other laboratory schools and the Group
for Cooperative Promotion of Special Needs Education.
Furthermore, the School provides active cooperation in
teacher training, which includes providing an extension
course on certification under the Education Personnel
License Act and hosting student teachers, students
participating in the elderly care experiential course, and in-
service trainee teachers.

Educational objectives

The School teaches elementary school children and junior
and senior high school students with physical and other
disabilities according to their personality and disability levels.
The School aims to cultivate a deep sense of humanity
and encourage independence and social engagement and
lifelong exploration of their way of life.

©® Education activities
Elementary School Department:
The Elementary School Department aims to instill a

balanced sense of humanity in its children, nurture their
mental and physical well-being, and encourage them to
contribute enthusiastically in group situations. The children
are taught according to their skills, qualities, and development
and disability levels. It is important that they work on their
learning tasks with those around them and by trial and error.
Junior and Senior High School Departments:

In the Junior High School Department, the students are
taught to acquire the qualities and skills to solve problems,
to have a better understanding of themselves and others,
and to think about their way of life. In the Senior High
School Department, the students are taught to acquire the
skills to make their own decisions about their future, based
on the skills they have learned in the Junior High School
Department, so that they can achieve social participation and
self-realization after graduating.

School Annexes:

Located next to Seishi Ryogoen, a facility for children
with physical disabilities established by Dr. Kenji Takagi, the
School Annexes educate children and students staying at
the facility according to their individual needs. As a school,
the School Annexes contribute to the realization of the
"education and support for children with disabilities" concept,
which is built upon three pillars: medical care, education, and
vocational skills training.
® Research activities

In order to develop children and students who explore their
own way of life, the School specifies school-wide research
themes based on changes in society and stakeholders'
needs, and all teachers work together to this end. The School
shares its research findings all over the country through
presentations at Physical Disability Education Practice and
Research Conferences, publication in Research Bulletins,
and public lectures of the University of Tsukuba. The School
makes efforts to play its role in training teachers of education
for children with physical disabilities in Japan.

@ External support from the Support Department

It is the School's mission to lead the research and
implementation of an inclusive education system and to
share the results of its efforts with a wider society. The School
provides educational consultation and support services in
partnership with relevant organizations in the neighboring area.
Moreover, the School has exchange programs with schools
located in the areas where the children and students live.

@ International education

The School provides international education with the aim
of instilling a global perspective in its children and students
and to encourage them to actively express themselves. In the
Elementary School Department, foreign language lessons
conducted by ALT and JET teachers are available to children
in the third grade and above. There is an after-school English
language class called "English Room" where children and
students can improve their English speaking skills while
enjoying conversing with ALTs.

| Purpose and Mission |

As a laboratory school of the University of Tsukuba,
Special Needs Education School for Children with Autism
has educated autistic children with intellectual disabilities
since April 2004. The School was formerly known as National
School for the Handicapped at Kurihama, which significantly
contributed to the development of education for children with
severe or multiple disabilities. The School consists of two
departments: the Kindergarten Department and the Elementary
School Department, and has over 50 children on roll.

Today, there is a need to vary instructional content
and methods in order to address a broad range of autism
conditions as the development of an inclusive education
system is under way. As a school providing education for
children with autism, it is the School's mission to accumulate,
analyze, organize, and share its teaching expertise.

| Educational Activities and Features

Educational objectives

Value each and every child's feelings and personality.

Educational Activities and Features

® Education in the Kindergarten Department

In the Kindergarten Department, it is important to
encourage the children to build a relationship of trust
with others in an environment where they can feel safe,
while taking into consideration each child's disability and
development levels. To this end, the School aims to (1)
support the children in increasing their interaction with people
and things around them and improving their communication
skills, (2) stimulate them to do what they enjoy or what they
want to do in their everyday lives and to do it enthusiastically
and proactively so that they can have a sense of achievement
and satisfaction, and (3) encourage them to conduct basic
activities of daily living (ADL).
® Education in the Elementary School Department

The Elementary School Department offers practical, specific,
and fun activities, which are closely linked to the children's daily
lives and which interest and motivate them. The School aims
to develop the skills to understand the meaning of things or
events and apply the knowledge to their everyday lives through
these activities. The School plans activities performed in nearby

surroundings, e.g. the sea and the mountain, and designs the
curriculum in such a way that enables the children to enjoy
sharing their imagination with peers.
©® Education provided in the dormitory and support for

family life

The School provides a dormitory for children who are unable
to commute daily for geographical reasons. To prepare them
for their family life and community life, the School ensures that
they can feel safe and secure in the dormitory and that they
learn to establish basic daily routine and acquire the skills to
interact with people in the homey atmosphere. Commuting
children are given an opportunity to experience in living in
the dormitory in the "Dormitory Life Experience and Life Skill
Support" program. They learn basic daily routine and develop
other skills so that they can fend for themselves in a non-home
environment and after leaving the School.

® Leading initiative for education for children with autism

The School is the only special needs school in Japan that
exclusively educates preschool and elementary school children
with autism and intellectual disabilities. To share the results
of its educational practices with a wider audience, the School
holds an annual Autism Education Practice and Research
Conference.

The School, which consists of the Kindergarten Department
and the Elementary School Department, recognizes that
infancy and early childhood form the foundation of children's
lives and learning, and therefore the School has recently
begun to further improve its activities it offers, independent
activities, in particular, so that the children are provided with
a solid foundation for their development. The School gives
subject instruction and manages its curriculum in an effort to
combine individual optimal learning and collaborative learning
for autistic children with intellectual disabilities.
® Provision of training opportunities for in-service

teachers

The School is expected to serve as a training center
for teachers to learn and acquire teaching methods and
techniques and conducts an annual teacher exchange
program with about 10 teachers from other prefectures.

To assist the University in its social engagement projects,
the School holds several public lectures on assessment of
and subject instruction for autistic children with intellectual
disabilities and provides instructors for the extension course
on certification under the Education Personnel License Act.

The School also cooperates in in-service teacher training,
practice teaching, and elderly care experiential courses,
conducted by the Group for Cooperative Promotion of
Special Needs Education of the University of Tsukuba and
hosts trainee teachers, student teachers, as well as course
participants.

| Purpose and Mission |

The purpose of the Center for Psychological Developmental
Counseling and Consultation is to contribute to the research
on clinical psychology and disability science conducted
by the University of Tsukuba as well as to education for
graduate students and education at the laboratory schools
and to make such contribution in order to respond to the
needs of society.

| Activities and Features |

The Education Counseling and Consultation Center
located in the Bunkyo School Building in the Otsuka area
(Tokyo Campus) is the oldest education counseling and
consultation center in Japan. It has relentlessly provided new
counseling and consultation services that would otherwise
have been unavailable within the local educational framework
or educational consultation services. Moreover, the Center
not only offers individual educational advice, but also
contributes to the advancement of psychology and disability
science research in Japan, including the development of
scientific diagnostic methods and psychological assessments.

The Education Counseling and Consultation Center is
comprised of the Laboratory School Counseling and
Consultation Department and the Community Counseling
and Consultation Department.

The Laboratory School Counseling and Consultation
Department is responsible for providing educational
counseling and consultation services for children and
students of 11 laboratory schools and their parents and
teachers. The Department directly and/or indirectly supports
the children and students in addressing a wide range of
issues facing them, such as learning difficulties, behavioral

problems, absenteeism, and developmental disorders. The
Department holds regular liaison meetings between its staff
and school counselors and school social workers from the
laboratory schools to improve educational counseling and
consultation services provided by the laboratory schools. For
those laboratory schools that cannot access the Center's
services for geographical reasons, the Department provides
traveling or online consultation services to gain a better
understanding of the needs of the schools' children and
students as well as parents and teachers.

As part of community engagement projects that universities
are expected to undertake as their social responsibility, the
Community Counseling and Consultation Department currently
provides psychological and developmental counseling and
consultation services, including developmental disorders, for
preschool and elementary school children, junior and senior
highs school students, and adults, who have mental or
physical problems.

Both Departments have been established for the purpose
of engaging in research on a wide range of issues surrounding
psychology and disability science today, training future
counselors, and contributing to society through their services.

The Education Counseling and Consultation Center, despite
its name, serves both children and adults alike and deals with
not only educational concerns but also a broad range of other
issues.

| Purpose and Mission |

The Group for Cooperative Promotion of Special Needs
Education disseminates information on special needs
education provided in Japan and abroad by working in
partnership with the Division of Disability Science of the
University of Tsukuba and by sharing the expertise in various
types of disabilities (visual impairment, hearing impairment,
intellectual disabilities, physical disabilities, and autism with
intellectual disabilities) that have been accumulated by five
special needs education schools affiliated with the University
(for children with visual impairment, hearing impairment,
intellectual disabilities, physical disabilities, and autism). The
Group, which consists of one teacher from each of the five
affiliated special needs education schools working on the
Tokyo Campus, responds to diverse societal  [m] o [w]

needs for special needs education, from a
practical perspective transcending specific
areas of expertise and types of disabilities.

| Specific Initiatives |

@ Coordination and collaboration programs
(1) Special needs education teaching materials and

methods database

This database is designed to widely share the teaching
materials and methods used by the five affiliated special
needs education schools to improve learning in a variety of
educational settings. In-depth information on the teaching
materials can be searched for and viewed on computers as
well as mobile devices. As of May 2025, approximately 650
teaching materials are available for viewing, and they are
effectively used in educational settings in Japan and abroad.
(2) Collaboration and cooperation with the five affiliated

special needs education schools

To strengthen collaboration and cooperation with the five
special needs education schools, the Group holds a Five
Laboratory Schools Liaison Meeting five times a year.

Learning from the practices of each of the schools gives
the Group and the schools a wider perspective, which is in
turn reflected in collaborative research and practices of the
schools.
® Teacher training
(1) In-service teacher training

To train teachers with excellent specialist knowledge and
skills in special needs education, the Group organizes in-
service teacher training in partnership with the five affiliated
special needs education schools and the Education Bureau
of the Laboratory Schools. This training is characterized by its
unique hands-on training program utilizing the five affiliated
special needs education schools, and it consists of two
courses: one aimed at improving expertise in disabilities and
the other at strengthening general teaching competencies in
special needs education.
(2) Extension course on certification under the Education

Personnel License Act

This course enables participants to earn credits required

to obtain a special needs school teaching license. The
course helps to increase special needs school teaching
license holders as promoted by the Ministry of Education,
Culture, Sports, Science and Technology. The course is
taught by faculty members from the Division of Disability
Science as well as teachers from the five affiliated special
needs education schools, and it offers highly specialized and
practical lectures.

(3) Public lecture "Teaching materials for special needs

education and the basics of teaching methods"

A public lecture on teaching materials and methods
used at the five affiliated special needs education schools is
given to those teachers who are less experienced in special
needs education to provide an opportunity to gain a wider
knowledge of the basics of special needs education.
©® Research and development programs
(1) Research on training for special needs education teachers

The Group reviews training recipients, periods, and
methods in multiple aspects and develops and provides
training programs that meet diverse needs.

(2) Research on versatility of teaching materials and methods

The Group examines the features, usage, and improvements
of the teaching materials and methods database and frequently
verifies the versatility of the teaching materials that can be
used for any disability or school, with the cooperation of the five
affiliated special needs education schools.

| Purpose and Mission |

The official name of this institution is Acupuncture and Physical
Therapy Teacher Training School, where acupuncture and physical
therapy refer to Riryo — a traditional Japanese system of therapeutic
practices including Anma massage, shiatsu, acupuncture, and
moxibustion.

This school is dedicated to training teachers of Riryo for schools
for the visually impaired throughout Japan, as well as conducting
research in the field of Riryo. This school offers three distinct
programs: the Teacher Training Program for students aiming to
obtain a teaching license in Riryo; the Clinical Specialization
Program for students engaged in research and clinical education
in Riryo; and the Riryo Training Program for licensed practitioners
of acupuncture and moxibustion seeking postgraduate clinical
education. As the only institution in Japan, dedicated to training
teachers in Riryo, the school has a 120-year history and has
produced numerous educators, researchers, and clinicians in the
field of Riryo.

Specific Initiatives

® Acquisition of a Type 1 Teacher’s License in the

Subject of Independence Activities (Riryo) for Special

Needs Schools

The teacher training curriculum for becoming a teacher of Riryo
at schools for the visually impaired (special needs schools) consists
of courses related to Riryo courses in special needs education,
and foundational courses in education. The program requires two
years of study. Upon graduation, students are awarded a Type 1
Teacher's License in the Subject of Independence Activities (Riryo)
for Special Needs Schools. This license qualifies holders to teach
all subjects within the Riryo curriculum at special needs schools for
the visually impaired and vocational schools, and it differs from the
teaching qualification awarded by teacher training institutions under
the jurisdiction of the Ministry of Health, Labour and Welfare. Since
many students at this school have visual impairments, the institution
also serves as a higher education institution for students with visual
disabilities.

® Post-graduation career paths

Many of our graduates become teachers of Riryo at the senior
high school departments of special needs schools (schools for the
blind) under the jurisdiction of the Ministry of Education, Culture,
Sports, Science and Technology. Others become teachers at centers
for the visually impaired or at specialist schools for Riryo, which are
under the jurisdiction of the Ministry of Health, Labour and Welfare.

Some students pursue graduate studies at the University of
Tsukuba, enrolling in the Master’s Programs in Disability Sciences;
Physical Education, Health and Sport Sciences; and Rehabilitation
Science, or in the Doctoral Program in Sports Medicine — all
within the Degree Programs in Comprehensive Human Sciences,
Graduate School of Comprehensive Human Sciences.

@ Distinctive Features of the Riryo Clinical Division

To achieve the educational objectives of the school, the Riryo Clinical
Division has been established. Within the acupuncture and moxibustion
clinic operated by the Division, clinical activities are conducted by faculty
members, Teacher Training Program Students, technical staff, Clinical
Specialization Program Students, and Riryo Training Program Trainees.
All practitioners hold national licenses as acupuncturists and moxibustion
therapists. The majority of patients present with symptoms and pain,
primarily related to orthopedic conditions.

Clinical activities in the Riryo Clinical Division provide valuable
opportunities for students in the Teacher Training Program to gain
clinical experience and develop teaching skills. For students in the
Clinical Specialization Program, these activities serve as a place for
postgraduate clinical training and research. For trainees in the Riryo
Training Program, they offer a setting for postgraduate clinical training.

This school primarily conducts research related to Riryo focusing
on medical research, sports science research, and research on
Riryo education.

Staff members of the school are active participants in various
professional organizations, where they present their research
findings and contribute to organizational activities. These
organizations include the Japanese Society of Balneology,
Climatology and Physical Medicine; the Japan Society of
Acupuncture and Moxibustion; the Japan Society for Oriental
Medicine; the Japanese Society of Oriental Physiotherapy; the
Japanese Association of Special Education; the Japanese Society
of Physical Fitness and Sports Medicine; and the Japanese Society
of Clinical Sports Medicine.

This course is an extension course on certification under the Education Personnel License Act, which is conducted under Chapter 5-2 of the Regulation for Enforcement
of the Education Personnel License Act. It consists of lectures required to obtain a Special Needs School Teaching License Class 1 and Class 2. The course is principally
taught by faculty members of the Division of Disability Science of the University of Tsukuba and teachers from affiliated special needs education schools (for "Method of
teaching" in Column 2 only), and it includes high-quality, practical lectures.
